i. Main Line = The data that is available on the Main section of a record, not sublist areas
ii. Make sure you name the search something meaningful

1. Use users initials at the beginning of the search

iii. List View allows you to the use the search in a list view for that record type

iv. Available for reminders

1. Allows the search to be used on a dashboard reminders portlet

v. Criteria – this is how you filter your data down to the records you are looking for

vi. Results – this is where you determine the columns you want on the search
1. Top to bottom = left to right on the actual search view

vii. The … fields at the bottom of the results view allow you to access data that is on related records i.e. Transactions associated with a customer

viii. Filters used on the search appear on the dashboard too if the search is available as a dashboard view

ix. Expressions – let’s you use and/or statements to isolate criteria
x. Run Unrestricted

1. Allows users to access the data even if the user doesn’t have access to the record type or data based on permissions

xi. Audience

1. Best practice is to set Roles for access, and not individual users so if the user leaves the company then you don’t have re-assign to the new user in that persons role

xii. To find searches that are scheduled
1. Go to Reports > Scheduled Reports > Report Schedules

xiii. The * on the search results means that is the main line on the record

xiv. Shipping Line and Tax Line are lines in the criteria that you can turn off or on specifically in the criteria to limit results
xv. Memorized transactions should be excluded in some revenue related searches – they will show even if they have not posted

xvi. You can also set in the criteria Posted = Yes

xvii. SuiteScript records browser (get the URL to post here)
xviii. Set Preferences – Number of Rows in List Segments – this lets you set how many results will show in one page of the search
xix. Login Audit Trail- a search type that lets you search employee logins with date/times
d. Marc Scremin section
i. Adding HTML to a search

ii. Allows you to “format” a search results field

iii. Formula(text) field

1. || = or

2. ‘<b>’||{address}||’<b>’

3. Use this as the Formula

4. Can also use the HTML in the title fields

iv. Can use a link in the HTML fields

v. The double pipes indicate an intenal NS field

vi. The HTML needs to be in single quotes

vii. Can load an image via a URL in a saved search like this:
